Postgraduate Certificate in Health (Allied Mental Health)

The Postgraduate Certificate in Health (Allied Mental Health) programme is funded by Te Pou and is designed for social

workers and occupational therapists nationally, who have been employed in the specialty area of mental health for less
than 2 years. This programme focuses on a recovery approach and runs for 10 months from February to November. With
theoretical content covered at two Schools in Wellington, students contact is maintained through the use of the internet-
based teaching platform Blackboard, and by visits to the workplace. Supported by senior occupational therapists and social
workers in mental health students learn from the best, gaining a wealth of knowledge and skills highly relevant to their

personal and professional lives.

2010 enrolments are now available online for the Postgraduate Certificate in Health (Allied Mental Health), which comprises
two Master’s courses:
